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I.  Introduction
Test 09B was Crime Scene On-Call’s first proficiency test and was available during the second half of 2009. The Test 09B data presented here were compiled from the test reports submitted by ten participants from five accredited laboratories (“agencies”).

The results found in this report are intended to be interpreted by each participating agency according to their own policies and standards.  Each participant declared in advance their specific crime scene responsibilities per their Agency’s policies. The reports submitted by each participant will necessarily differ due to the fact that their standard duties while investigating crime scenes differ.

On rare occasion, we chose to highlight items that may warrant the attention of the participating agency.  A few other comments of potential general interest are offered. Such comments are written in italics. 

In addition to the Report Form, all participants submitted report and examination documents that were specific to their agencies.  Since the types of documents used by different agencies may be of broad interest, we provide summary information on them. 
We did not analyze each individual photo for merit. Instead, we looked to see how many of each general type (i.e. overall, mid range, close up) and to see that each piece of evidence was properly photographically documented in a close up image.

The Manufacturer’s Information report is available on the Crime Scene On-Call website (www.crimesceneoncall.com). The Manufacturer’s Information report includes a target list of evidence items. Based on the results submitted by Test 09B participants, some changes were made to that target list as reflected in this Summary Report. The criterion used for these changes was that if <75% of participants did not collect a piece of target evidence, it was deleted from the original target list. Conversely, if >75% of participants would have included a piece of evidence that was not on the original target list, it would have been added to the target list.  In Test 09B, three items were removed from the target list and none was added.
