Preparation: Eight crime scenes were prepared in a secure area of the Crime Scene On-Call test area. Each scene contained an equal number of possible evidence items. The items matched at each scene, and were positioned in the same orientation.

Scenario: This was the homicide scene of an unknown female at Lakeshore Shipping Warehouse located at 2754 Lakeshore Avenue in National City, CA. The Lead Detective was Detective Wilson.
Scene Aspects: The primary scene was located inside of a shipping warehouse with evidence located in the interior and exterior areas. The exterior portion of the scene was grass with trees, bushes, and two dirt areas. The interior portion of the scene contained an upper and lower level. Interior objects included a table, chair, file cabinet, metal cage, wood planks, bulletin board, and windows on two of the four walls.
Evidence: The test evidence was divided into two categories; target items, and target items obtained with permission of the Medical Examiner. The evidence contained in the scene was as follows:
